Flanged Pillow

Materials needed:

· ½ yard fabric

· 12” pillow form

· matching thread

Directions:

1. Cut fabric to 18” x 38”.  Hem each 18” side by folding under ¼” twice and topstitching.

2. Make 2 folds as shown, right sides together, overlapping the hemmed ends by 3”.  Center the hemmed edge.  Raw edges should match.
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3. Stitch ½” seam allowances on each side.

4. Turn right side out and press.

5. Stitch 2” in from the edge on all 4 sides to create the flange.

6. Insert the pillow form in the open middle slit.
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You may make larger pillows using larger forms and more fabric:
