1. All   exhibitors   must   maintain   continuous   full   ownership,   
possession   and   provide   primary   care   for   their   animal   
project.   

2. Each   exhibitor   must   show   his   or   her   own   animal   unless   
the   exhibitor   has   more   than   one   in   the   same   class   or   
permission   is   given   by   the   chairmen   of   the   show.   

3. All   animal   projects   will   be   shown   at   the   owner’s   risk.   
Each   exhibitor   must   assume   liability   in   case   of   death   or   
injury.   

4. Exhibitors   must   keep   the   part   of   the   building   they   occupy   
neat   and   attractive   in   appearance.   

5. There   will   be   no   reweighs   after   the   hogs   leave   the   scale  
area.   All   exhibitors   questioning   weights   should   voice   
concern   at   the   time   the   animal   weight   is   announced.   

6. All   first   and   second   place   class   winning   entries   must   
compete   for   Division   Championships   where   applicable.   
All   Division   Champions   (or   class   winners   where   
applicable)   must   compete   for   Grand   or   Reserve   
Champion.   

7. No   alcoholic   beverages   are   allowed   on   the   grounds   
during   the   jackpot   show.   

8. All   Animals   must   have   current   health   papers   before   
unloading   at   the   Ag-Center.   

9. Maximum   of   “Four/4”   entries   per   showman .   
10.   We   will   have   several   loading/unloading   points   to   show   off
