GROSGRAIN RIBBON BELT

Materials needed:

2 yards of 1 inch wide grosgrain ribbon

1 yard of 1/3 inch wide grosgrain ribbon 

thread to match large ribbon

stitch witchery

Velcro cut into 2 1” strips

belt buckles

Instructions:

1.) Cut 1 inch ribbon into 2 equal sections

2.) Pin stitch witchery between 2 ribbons.  Set iron to steam and wet a press cloth.  Heat baste by pressing lightly with the point of the iron to hold all layers in place.  Remove pins.  Cover ribbon with wet press cloth.  Press with steam iron for 10 seconds or until press cloth is dry.  Do not move iron back and forth.  As you fuse, overlap each pressed area slightly.

3.) Edge stitch.  Place the edge of the ribbon underneath the needle so that the needle will stitch as closely to the edge of the ribbon as possible.  Edge stitch on both edges of belt.  Backstitch at beginning and end to secure.

4.) Sew on middle ribbon.  Hold or pin the ribbon in place in the middle of the larger ribbon.  Backstitch at beginning and end.

5.) Measure belt to waist and allow about 3 extra inches for buckle overlap.  Cut off excess.

6.) Zigzag finish both ends of belt.

7.) Attach Velcro.  The hooks end should be stitched on end of belts ½ inch from belt end.  The felt lake side should be placed ¾” away from hook side.  Stitch around all four sides of the hook side.  After pinning the felt like side, turn the belt over and stitch over narrow ribbon stitching on right side.

8.) Attach buckles.  Presto!   You have a belt!
