Keep It Simple Pillowcase

· 1 yard 45” fabric (washed)

· thread to match

· measuring tape

· seam gauge

· iron

· ironing board

Instructions

1. Measure fabric and cut to have a piece 45” x 36”

2. Press the fabric.

3. Zigzag all sides to prevent raveling.

4. On one of the 45” sides, turn up and press a ½” fold toward the wrong side of the fabric.

5. Turn the folded edge down 3” and press.

6. Open the fabric flat but do not press out the folds.

7. With right sides together, fold the fabric lengthwise.

8. Straight stitch the side with a 5/8” seam.  Backstitch the beginning and end.

9. Straight stitch the bottom with a 5/8” seam.  Backstitch.

10. Clip across the bottom corner to reduce bulk when turning.

11. Press seams open.

12. Turn down and pin in place the pre-pressed, folded hem.

13. Stitch ¼” (presser foot width) from the edge of the fold.  Start at the seam line, and when you come back to where you started, overlap your stitching by ¼”.  Backstitch.
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
