· Divide large group into small groups, give each group a set of 4-H Curriculum and have each group plan what might be done at a particular meeting:

· One group would plan an initial project meeting

· One group would plan a second project meeting

· One group would plan a “middle” project meeting

· One group would plan a final project meeting

· Additional groups could plan any of the above

· Have groups report back to large group.

Debrief:

· How did you decide what to include in your meeting?

· Did everyone in your group agree?

· What did you learn about ___________?

· What did you learn as part of a group that you might not have learned alone?

· What did you learn about your planning skills?

· How can you apply this to other planning / training you do?
