 At this clinic, we will deworm, score
body condition, vaccinate, weigh,
dehorn (if needed), and conduct an
introductory halter breaking and
showmanship clinic. Please note
that heifers DO NOT have to be fully
halter broken to attend; this is a
learning experience!

During the second clinic, we
will progress to more advanced
showmanship, trim feet and
body condition score heifers
again.

*Please note there is a $10.00 fee per animal if exhibitor is not a member of
Morgan County 4-H or FFA. *
