Grand Slam Pig Show Rules
1. Any exhibitor 21 years of age or under is eligible to show.

2. All swine must be blood tested PRV and Brucellosis negative within the time prescribed by Georgia Department
of Agriculture for show swine and must have a health certificate to enter the Fairgrounds. All out-of-state swine
must have a prior permit number on the health certificate.

3. Entries are open to the world.

4. Barrows and Gilts are eligible to show. Barrows and gilts will be shown together for the market show. They will
be split by breed and by weight for the market show.

5. Purebred Breeding gilts will be split by breed and by age if needed. Crossbred gilts by weight.
6. You CAN double enter the gilts!

7. You MUST declare a weight on ALL market hog entries and crossbred breeding gilts. Scales will be in the upper
barn. A 15lb weigh back will be in place at the judge’s request.

8. All pig entries must have a readable ear notch or ear tag. There is no minimum time of ownership of pigs for this
show.

9. There is no limit to the number of entries per exhibitor.

10. The entry deadline is May 24t™. There will be a $10 late fee per exhibitor after that date. Cash only for entries
fees after May 24t AND you must fill out a google form for your entries after the deadline.

11. Prize money will be paid dependent upon entries and sponsorship. This is a jackpot show so ALL MONEY will
be paid out after expenses. There will be additional awards for the Top Five Pigs in the breeding gilt and market
hog shows. Additional awards to Division Champions, Reserves, and 3" overall. The rules committee reserves the
right to interpret all rules. Decisions of the judge and rules committee will be final.
