This focus is intended to highlight agriculture, science, technology, and mathematics activities in Georgia 4-H. Each
photo should feature 4-H’ers engaging in a wide variety of academic and vocational activities, such as:

e Raising or judging livestock - cows, horses, pigs, lambs, goats, poultry, etc.

e Farming, production, management, etc.

e Robotics and computer programming

e Building a project for National 4-H Youth Science Day
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Focus on Camp and Environmental Education

This focus is intended to highlight activities at 4-H centers, including camps and environmental
education. Each photo should feature 4-H’ers engaging in activities at our various centers, such as:
e Learning from a 4-H summer camp counselor during classes summer camp
e Participating in ropes courses and other recreational activities at Georgia 4-H centers
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Focus on Citizenship, Leadership, and Service

This focus is intended to highlight citizenship, leadership and service activities involving 4-H’ers. Each
photo should feature 4-H’ers engaged in these kinds of activities, such as:

e Leading various community service projects

e Participation in Leadership in Action projects

e District or state officer elections
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Focus on 4-H Healthy Living

This focus is intended to highlight healthy living projects and competitions in Georgia 4-H. Each photo
should feature 4-H’ers engaging in educational and recreational activities that promote healthy lifestyles
for youth, such as:

e Food showcases and cooking related project achievement competitions

e Family and Consumer Science activities, such as Cotton Boll and Consumer Judging

e Educational and recreational activities, like Project S.A.F.E.
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Focus on Volunteerism
This focus is intended to highlight Georgia 4-H volunteers in all that they do. All photos submitted in this

category must feature adults as the main focus. Each photo should feature adult volunteers involved
with 4-H engaging with youth, such as:

e Leading a 4-H Club meeting or judging team practice

e Coaching a Project SAFE or other specialty club

e Teaching 4-Hers a new skill
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
